A 14th century proverb states that “great oaks from little acorns 
grow.” An acorn and an oak leaf figure prominently in our logo. These 
are both popular symbols for community foundations. 
The planted acorn represents the start of a fund. It will 
grow into a strong oak over time. The leaves can be 
seen as the grant dollars that are distributed from a 
fund each year. The tree develops and spreads its 
branches. More leaves grow. The small, but 
meaningful, grants of a fund’s early years grow larger 
to make a greater impact. 

In this report of our activities in 2010, we highlight the generosity 
of many people, how we’ve invested the money that has been given, 
and the grants we have distributed from our funds. It was a very good 
year for us. We received a record amount of charitable gifts and have 
grown to more than $10.9 million in assets under management. We 
now manage more than 100 permanently endowed funds from which 
we have distributed $2.9 million in grants between 1998 and 2010. 
These funds benefit more than 100 different organizations, 
scholarships and charitable purposes. 

To reach this size in twelve years is remarkable, especially 
considering the economic problems of the past few years. We are 
grateful to the many people whose generosity has helped us. Because 
of them we are maturing from a grassroots effort into a community 
institution. Most importantly, as more is entrusted to us, we’re able to 
give more to improve Crawford County. 

We connect generous people in our community with worthwhile 
charitable causes. Our donors give towards scholarships, interest 
areas (such as the arts, education or the environment) and specific 
nonprofit organizations. Many simply ask us to give their money 
where it is most needed. 

We permanently invest the money that is given to us. Each and 
every year—forever—a percentage is paid to support charitable 
organizations, programs and scholarships. Most were designated by 
our donors to receive grants every year. Our donors have also 
empowered us to direct a small number of grants where we think they 
will do the most good. As a fund grows, more money goes to support 
these philanthropic purposes. Much more than the amount originally 
given will be paid out over time. 

We accept gifts in many forms including cash, stock, bonds and 
property. You can make gifts during your lifetime or leave a bequest 
through instructions in your will. When you notify us of your 
intentions to leave a bequest, we’ll show our appreciation by enrolling 
you in our Bequest Society. We hope you will think about your 
charitable giving and how you can make a difference in our 
community.

The Crawford Heritage Community Foundation closed the books on 2010 with more than 

$10 million in assets under management, an increase of more than $2 million over the previous 
year. The growth is due to the generosity of many people in the community and—after the 
economic recession of the last few years—a positive return on investment. 

Compliance with all aspects of our Administrative and Spending Policies and Operating 
Procedures was maintained throughout the year. We distributed 4.5 percent of the value of  
each of our managed funds. Reviews of our portfolios with our fund managers were  
completed biannually and the institutions maintained compliance with our policies. 
Relationships with our managers were extended for another year in recognition of their work to 
help us achieve our goals. 

Our benchmark for 
comparison of investment 
performance is a combination 
of S&P 500 (65 percent) and 
Barclays Aggregate Bond 
Index (35 percent). The one-
year performance of the 
benchmark equaled 12.53 
percent. Our one-year 
investment return was 12.62 
percent, exceeding the 
comparative reference. For 
the previous five-year period 
the benchmark growth was 
3.88 percent. Our total 
portfolio outperformed it with 
a 4.06 percent return over 
the same period. 

We complete a yearly audit to meet regulatory requirements and to demonstrate our 
financial integrity to the community. Our year-end financial statements for 2009 were audited 
by McGill, Power, Bell & Associates, LLP. We received a favorable opinion at the conclusion of 
the process. The audit is available for review upon request.

Shirley 
designated us beneficiary of her 
IRA in 2008. She was named a 
member of our Bequest Society 
in recognition of her planned 
gift. 

Shirley passed away in

It benefits Norfolk, VA 

based Operation Smile, whose 

mission is to correct cleft lip, 

cleft palate and other facial 

deformities  in children 

worldwide. 

Lewis and Peggy Schaff 
established a donor designated 
fund in August. With a home 
adjacent to Cochranton High 
School, the Schaff’s were often 
impressed by the quality of 
music produced by the 
marching band as they 
practiced nearby. The Lewis C. 
and Peggy T. Schaff Music Fund 

will provide money to 
purchase and refurbish 
musical instruments for 
use by students in 
Cochranton schools. 
Sadly, Peggy passed 
away in February 2011. 
Many friends and family 
members chose to 
remember her with 
memorial gifts to the 
fund. 

A donor-advised fund is a 
charitable giving vehicle 
through which a donor 
contributes cash or other assets 
to create a fund for managing 
his or her philanthropy. The 
donor recommends grants to 
favorite charities and causes 
while we provide expert advice, 
verify the charitable nature of 
the organizations, write the 
checks and manage all tax, 
legal, and accounting matters. 
Joy Link established the Eve Joy 
Link Fund in March from which 
she can begin to recommend 
grants this year. 

Three new organizational 
endowments have been 
established by non-profits to 
provide permanent support for 
their causes.  

The  French  Creek 
Recreational Trails Endowment 
Fund was begun with a gift 
from the estate of Tom 
McNal ly .  I t  supports 
maintenance of the Ernst Trail-
located in Vernon Township—
which is used by walkers, 
runners, bicyclists and 
rollerbladers.

The Bequest Society honors those people who have invested in our community’s future by 

including the Crawford Heritage Community Foundation as a beneficiary in their estate plan.  

Planned gifts from estates benefit the community in perpetuity. They may be directed towards 
one of our current beneficiary organizations or funds, or can be used to establish a new fund for 
nearly any charitable purpose you wish. A minimum gift amount is not required. However, at least 
$5,000 is needed to establish a new fund. We don’t require you to tell us the amount of your gift. 
But, if you plan to start a new fund, we encourage you to discuss the details with us to ensure that 
we can comply with your wishes.  

Charitable bequests are typically included as provisions in a will, but there are other options. 
You can also make the Foundation the beneficiary (in whole or in part) of an insurance policy, 
charitable trust, individual retirement account (IRA) or 401K. To join the Bequest Society, simply 
notify us in writing of your intent. We provide a confidential statement of intent form for this 
purpose. Your planned gift to the Foundation may be altered at any time.  

We recommend that you discuss a planned gift with a financial and legal advisor to ensure that 
it meets your needs while it benefits the community. Contact a Foundation representative to 
discuss how we can assist you to leave a legacy here in Crawford County.

Most of our funds have 

specified beneficiaries who are 

to receive grants each year. 

However, we have the 

discretion to choose how the 

money is spent from four of our 

funds. We consider this to be 

the most interesting part of our 

work because we can direct 

money where it is most needed. 

Our priority is to give to 

improve upon the effectiveness 

of existing programs and 

support  projects that 

incorporate preventive or 

curative approaches to the 

problems and challenges of our 

community. 

Discretionary grants are 

awarded twice each year. We 

support projects across the 

county with grants from the 

Crawford Heritage Community 

Foundation Unrestricted Fund 

and Ben Franklin Trust. Money 

from the Fred Lintner Fund is 

used for projects in Titusville. 

And, we direct money to 

children and youth programs 

from the Bernadene R. and John 

B. Cooley Fund. 

The first round of grants in 

January yielded fourteen 

awards—totaling $11,178.  

“Education was not in the 

forefront of our minds when we 

chose to support these projects. 

But, that theme links many of 

them. Tutoring will help adults 

to find good jobs.

We are a partner with the Pennsylvania Higher Education Assistance Agency (PHEAA) in the Partnerships for Access to 
Higher Education (PATH) Program. Through the PATH program, PHEAA potentially provides a match of scholarships 
awarded by the Foundation. To be eligible, students must be enrolled in a Pennsylvania college, be a state grant recipient 
and have additional unmet financial need. The Foundation leveraged matching funds for more than thirty students. The 
matches ranged between $240 and $3,000 and totaled more than $28,000.
